Here's an old story from my childhood that involved Gary Paul, his dad Leo and his brother.  I know that Leo and Gary have since gone on to greener pastures.  Prairie Farms Creamery in Olney sponsored a Little League Baseball Team for many years.  My Father was the coach/manager for the PF Team in the late 50s and early 60’s after Norris "Frog" Robinson left.  Each year he would ask the PF Creamery Manager (Roger ?) to sponsor the team for a trip to watch the Cardinals play in St Louis if there was enough interest from the families.  Most years, when asked, PF would buy the tickets for the team.  Thinking back, it was around 1959 when Leo Paul was driving and my dad, Gary Paul, Terry Paul (who was about age 6 or 7 at the time) and I were passengers in the car.  There was another player in the car with us and I cannot remember whether it was Kerry Hough, Jim McIntire or Rick Stivers.  Other kids were in different cars.  We were on Broadway in St Louis and stopped in traffic looking for a place to park.  It was hot and the car windows were down, when Terry Paul said, “Gee Dad, that building is 8 stories high.”  A fellow in the next lane said, “Hold a lot of hay, wouldn’t it boy.” I still chuckle about that comment.
