Unique Jewelry Store Sign—Back in the 1930’s and 1940’s Mehmert’s Jewelry Store was located on Main Street east of Bower’s Drug Store. The store sold fine jewelry and did first class watch repairing and engraving. In the front display window of the store there were the usual watches and other jewelry and a wall clock on one of the side walls. As I recall, the clock had a neat little sign near it that had apparently been there for a long time. It said: “Time set daily by wireless.” That really sounded scientific. What the sign actually meant was that Mr. Mehmert set the time on the clock by the time he heard announced every day on the radio At that time most radio stations would periodically announce during the day that “Át the sound of the tone the time will be …” You always had plenty of time to be ready to set your clock or watch when the tone sounded.
